Call from the visitor

the image of the visitor is shown on LCD screen.

@ 3-way communication is possible when another user picks up the handset of
extended interphone, when you are talking with door camera on video door phone.

@ While you are talking with the door camera if you press the talk button,
talking is finished and the video door phone turns to stand-by mode.

2. Call with additional interphone
2-1. Call between door camera and interphone
